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RESEARCH OBJECTIVES

This group is interested in those phenomena in liquids and solids which can be advan-
tageously studied at very low temperatures. Some of these phenomena, principally the
superfluidity of liquid helium and superconductors, are peculiar to the low-temperature
domain. There are other phenomena, such as those involving transport properties, which
are essentially temperature-dependent and whose behavior at low temperature is impor-
tant. Current interests include relaxation processes in liquid helium, magnetic proper-
ties and relaxation processes in superconductors, the study of phase transitions and
lambda points, and the improvement of techniques for attaining and using very low tem-
peratures by adiabatic demagnetization.
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
